Wilma Mankiller, Wal-Mart
& Cultural Diversity

On June 10th then President of the Arkansas
Chapter Trail of Tears Association John McLarty
and Glenn Jones were invited by Walmart execu-
tive Mark Neighbors to present to Wal-Mart's
Cultural Diversity group and others the National
Park Service's recently released DVBe Trail of
Tears.

The showing of the DVD was exceptionally
well accepted as demonstrated by the follow-up
guestion and answer session.

Since a portion of the event was dedicated to
recently deceased Cherokee Principal Chief
Wilma Mankiller, Glenn was asked to tell
attendees about his years of being guided and
mentored by Chief Mankiller, including their
participation in the 18-month take-over of
Alcatraz Island by members of the American
Indian Movement 1969 - 1971.

Remember the Removal

Wednesday, June 23, after logging more than
950 miles on the road, a group of young Cherokee
bicyclists is about to make the final leg of thekir
riding from Stilwell to Tahlequah. The public is
invited to participate in Remember the Removal’'s
homecoming celebration.

The riders will stop briefly at Speedy’s Gas
Station at the corner of Hwy 62 and Welling Road
to allow any interested local bicyclists to join
them on the final five miles. Local riders must be
on their bikes, ready to go between 10 a.m. and
10:30 a.m. in order to participate.

The group plans to arrive at the Cherokee
Nation Courthouse, 101 S. Muskogee Ave.,
around 11 a.m., where a public homecoming
celebration is being held in their honor. Friends,
family and everyone in  communities along the
route are encouraged to come out and cheer for the
riders as they complete the last few miles of their
journey. Noisemakers and signs with words of
encouragement are welcome.

The riders were selected by an advisory panel
that interviewed and determined each candi-
date’s interest and commitment to this  project.

There have been two previous "Remember the
Removal" rides. A similar group of students
undertook the same challenge during the first ride
twenty-five years ago. In 2009 the Cherokee
Nation revitalized the program hoping to make
Cherokee history come alive for the participants
while helping to develop their leadership skills.

This year's event covers 950 miles over 23
days, with riders raveling from 40 to 70 miles per
day. The riders are stopping periodcally along the
route to learn about things that happened on the
Trail of Tears.

When the riders reach the Missouri - Arkansas
border, they will be escorted to Pea Ridge
National Military Park for a photo op/event on the
original Trail of Tears that crosses the Park.
